GOALS:

The UFH Family Medicine Fellowship program begins with a month-long opportunity to get to
know your classmates and our program, and to build and hone your family practice skills. The
month includes workshops in OB, patient centered communication, procedures, cross-cultural
health care, evidence based medicine, and community medicine. You will begin to build your
patient panel in the clinic with frequent clinic sessions and opportunities to discuss cases with your
classmates. By the time fellows start their second rotation, they have established a sense of
"home" in their family medicine clinic.

Learning Objectives Required To Meet Specific Rotation Goals:

1. Develops relationships with classmates for support and learning throughout the
training program

2. Becomes comfortable with staff, providers and practice groups with whom the fellow
will be working frequently

3. Demonstrates attention to cultural sensitivity in interaction with colleagues, staff and
patients

4. Discusses resources available to the fellow to support the care of patients in clinic and
in hospital, including those available in the hospital neighborhood

5. Discusses the training program and hospital mission as they relate to the fellow's own

goals for training
